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A YOUNG KIWANIAN TALKS ABOUT RECRUITING...

 While in the process of updating my ñNew 

Kiwanisò seminar for the two Mid-Year conferences, I 

reached out (electronically) to several young people 

who have joined Kiwanis for their advice on what I 

can tell clubs. 

 I found an eager respondent in Dawn Schmidt, 

the immediate past president of the Young 

Professionals Kiwanis Club of New York City. The 35

-member club meets for dinner once a month and has 

members between the ages of 23 and 50. Here are her 

suggestions on how traditional clubs can reach out to 

prospective younger members: 

ñASK THEM!   Most people just starting out in 

their careers have a real desire to be active in their 

communities. So invite that new person at work, 

mention Kiwanis to your new neighbor. Let them 

know you are a member, and invite them to a 

meeting.  Kiwanis is a great way to get involved in 

the community, but also the help new members in 

their careers, real estate, or just meeting new 

people.ò 

ñSPONSORED YOUTH:  If a club doesn't have a 

Key Club or Circle K, then they are missing out on 

the greatest thing we do. When a person is actively 

volunteering at an early age, they are a volunteer for 

life.  AND since they started volunteering in the 

Kiwanis Family, they will think about Kiwanis 

when they go looking for service opportunities.ò 

ñIF YOU BUILD IT THEY WILL COME : Every 

Kiwanis Club should have a website. It's that 

simple.  Every single one of our members, who 

weren't sponsored youth, went to our website before 

joining. Even if they were brought to a meeting by a 

friend, they checked our website to get more 

information either before or after the meeting. 

Former Sponsored Youth are looking for clubs to 

join, but they aren't trolling the neighborhood 

looking for a sticker on a restaurant window, or 

driving up and down the highways looking for a 

sign that says when the next meeting is. They are 

looking on line. If you don't have a website then 

they will find you through the Kiwanis Website so 

have an active phone number or email listed. 

ñONE OF US: When a young person comes to a 
meeting, don't alienate him or her by pointing out 
how they are young and the club is old. Don't talk to 
them about how you want them to head a committee 
to get younger members. Let them join and get to 
know your club before putting the recruitment of an 
entire generation on their shoulders. Recent college 
graduates are checking out Kiwanis so they can start 
their "grown-up" lives. They don't want to continue 
being treated like kids.  So ask them about their 
jobs, ask them about what charities interest them or 
they have been active in. Stress similarities, not 
differences. This will show a potential member that 
they are already part of the family.ò
